Edward Libbers was one of that brave group
of 26 who enrolled at CC as seniors and com-
prised the very first graduating class in 1958,
Brother Ed said that he gets back to Lafay-

ette on occasion because one of his younger
brothers still lives here, and that he has been
known to roam the halls and recall many happy
memories of his time at Central Catholic.

Sisters of the Precious Blood taught at CC
then and according to Brother Ed, “the teacher
who was an inspiration for me, Sister Palmenia,

led me to chemistry. She possessed great hu-
mor and taught a challenging class. I learned
much from her and thought, at the time, if I
ever become a teacher, I would hope to emu-
late her fine teaching style. I am forever grate-
ful for her great example and dedication.”

After graduation, he enrolled at Pur-

due University in Chemical Engineer-

ing. But following his freshman vear, his
career took a different turn and his deep
faith led him to profess his first vows as a
Brother of the Holy Cross in 1961, He stud-
ied at the University of Notre Dame major-
ing in chemistry. He graduated with a BS

in 1963 and began his first year of teaching
at 5t. Joseph High School in South Bend.

I have been a Brother of the Holy Cross for 45
years, all spent in the classroom,” said Brother Ed.
“Teaching has been the joy of my life” Brother
Ed has taught in schools in Indiana, llinois, and
Texas, but the majority of his time (38 years) has
been spent at Archbishop Hoban High School in

Akron, Ohio where he currently teaches. He has
won the Sigma Xi Outstanding Educator Award
and was recently featured in Ohio Magazine’s
Excellence in Education Reecognition Program.

“Brother Libbers is synonymous with the Ho-
ban Chemistry Program,” said Dr. Mary Anne
Beiting, Principal of Hoban High School.
Since 1967 he has instilled a passion for learn-
ing while engaging students in class. He has
nurtured doctors, engineers and other pro-
fessionals, yet helps struggling students, giv-
ing them the confidence to succeed.”

Brother Ed has also done extensive post gradu-
ate work including his Masters from Notre
Dame in 1970 through a NSF Grant, and studies
at the University of Maryland, Fairfield Uni-
versity, Toledo University, Hope College, lllinois
Institute of Technology and Roosevelt University.

A son of 5t.Lawrence parish, Brother Ed
has an older sister, Margaret Wichorec, liv-
ing in Newport News, VA and two younger
brothers who both graduated from CC,
Bill who lives in Abilene, Texas gradu-

ated in 1965 and Tom, who lives in Lafay-
ette, was a member of the class of 1970.
