during crisis pregnancies. She is often called
away from home at a moment’s notice to assist
those who need her. She coordinates meals,
provides clothes and furniture, offers financial
help, and transportation to doctor appointments
and even to the hospital. Utilizing her
volunteers, who she calls Gianna’s Angels, she
organizes house cleanings, baby-sitting, and even
companionship during postpartum depression.
Her acts of kindness and love have made all the
difference to many women and their families.

She is the daughter of Isadore and Mary
Ann Loepker and besides her twin, Lois,
has two brothers, Tom here in Lafayette
and Retired Lt. Col. Mark Loepker of
Hawai, all who graduated from CC.

She is married to Melvin “Joe” Hasser and helps
him run their business, Hasser Enterprises. She
asked in one of her Project Gianna e-mails,

“Please keep my husband Joe in your prayers.

He attentively listens to all the challenges
and demands of the ministry. He has made all
the difference or I couldn’t do what I do.”

Linda has two sons, MNicholas and ‘David. Both
sons are graduates of Central Catholic. David will
be ordained to the priesthood this coming June.
