FROM THE DESK OF THE DIRECTOR OF GUIDANCE…�

Seniors are beginning to complete their applications.  I am hoping students take advan-
tage of the help that I can offer in planning their future.  I have advised the students to 
get started early and to check the university priority application filing dates. Many col-
leges have priority filing dates.  Purdue’s priority filing date is November 15 and Indiana 
University’s priority filing date of November 1.  Students need to remember that these 
two universities have rolling admissions, which means that the applications are re-
viewed as they come in.  I encourage students to get their applications and their sup-
porting documents in well before these dates.  Supporting documents would include the 
counselor statement, SAT or ACT scores, and the high school transcript.  Students who 
would be eligible for the automatic scholarships must have everything in before these 
deadlines. 

I spoke to the seniors this week and reminded them to put their Social Security number on their application if they intend 
to file for financial aid.  This is how the FAFSA and the college application are matched up.  I know our students have 
been working on their college essays in Mrs. Good’s class.  This will be a great help to them, since many students pro-
crastinate and hold off on getting their applications completed because of the essay.      

Students should not let their parents do their work for them.  Parents can help the student, but should not pick up the 
student’s slack.  Parents can go over the applications, but not do them for the students or write the essay.   

Students are welcome to visit with college representative in the guidance office.  All they have to do is sign up on the 
clipboard in the guidance office and get a pass in advance.  The list of colleges that are visiting is listed in the daily an-
nouncements.  They can also visit with college representatives at the college fair at Jefferson High School on Septem-
ber 29th.  I encourage parents and students to read the daily announcements.  I put many of the things in the announce-
ments that I want to pass on to the students and the parents.   

Students that want to take a college visit must get a form in the guidance office and have their parents call in.  Visits 
should be made early in the year.   

Choosing a college is a big decision, but it is not the end of the world if you make a mistake.  People transfer to other 
colleges and change their major. I hope that parents and student both will ask questions when they need help.  As I told 
the students, I am here to help through this process.

From the Desk of the Campus Minister 

      I think that teachers and horse jockeys have a lot in common.  I’d wager that Ron Turcotte, who clung to Secretariat 
for his Triple Crown victories in 1973, knew he was flying atop an awesome power.  Surely, he was overwhelmed with 
joy at each passing accomplishment and eager to tackle the next challenge.  But, more than these, I am confident it was 
the exhilaration of the race that kept him in the saddle. Imagine steering the raw power of a thoroughbred using only the 
slight touches of heel and hand amidst a crowd of stampeding beasts, where the fine line between control and chaos is 
blurred for the spectator, but that line is the measure of victory for both rider and ridden. It is racing that captures the 
heart of the jockey and the soul of the horse! 

     I think teaching is a lot like that.  It is exhilarating and precarious.  Perching cautiously atop a most magnificent crea-
ture, the jockey waits to be thrown in rejection or embraced in acceptance.  It is a relationship that depends entirely on 
freedom.  The horse is free to terminate the relationship at any time and for any reason.   Under these terms, the jockey 
dares to push the horse to its limits, balancing the chargers health and its capacity for ever more speed, but always cau-
tious lest some harm befall his stallion.  The jockey goes even further.  The jockey does his best to become less and less 
so that the horse can become more.  I suppose that the perfect scenario in horseracing would be that the jockey weighs 
nothing, like a guardian angel, while directing the horse through the race. 

     But the jockey should not completely disappear.  His presence is precious.  The jockey paces the horse with pru-
dence, steers with subtle, yet firm touches, and urges with intensity at the critical moment.  Imagine the horse without a 
jockey jostling for position, careening at breakneck speed, surrounded by the ever present dangers on the track.  The 
horse would be less concerned with crossing the finish line first than with crossing the finish line at all.  But from a 
jockey’s seat every danger is the fabric of the contest.  Remove the danger and the race is gone.  The contest is a com-
bined effort.  The jockey’s constant awareness and instruction must blend perfectly the powerful strides and surging en-
ergy of the horse.  This is the job of a teacher. Unify the vision of the jockey with the power of the horse in pursuit of a 
common goal. 

      At Central Catholic, we want to help transmogrify our students into a blend of jockey and horse where power and 
strength is harmoniously integrated to foresight and command.  I guess that means that we want them to become cen-
taurs, but I shall, for the sake of our mascot, say that we want them to become knights.  This transformation from steed 
to saint rides on this: that the student will be able to see the finish line and maneuver so as to get there. 

      For Christians, our path and our end are identically the same.  The Way is the Truth and the Life.  Our race and our 
finish line is a relationship with the person of Jesus Christ.  He gives meaning to our learning, our playing, our work and 
our leisure.  He is the teacher and the teaching.  Confident that He actually does what He claims to do, we depend on 
the Most Blessed Sacrament present in our school.  I invite you to become one with Him and pray for the students who 
are running the race, for the teachers who run with them, and for the community of Central Catholic.  Light a candle there 
with this prayer for yourselves and for me, “Run so as to win.” 1 Corinthians 9:24. Candles are available for $1.00 in the 
Main Office.
